	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· If students have trouble with working activity
·  Give chunk instruction and examples
· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily

· Follow the task feedback circle : let them read to worksheet again until they get the gist of the content
· If students may not be able to understand the role plays or directions
·  Teacher should explain the roles more easily until understand the roles
· If they finish the main activity earlier

·  If it takes shorter than 10 mins, I used for SOS activity.
· Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning

·  Teacher provides more examples.
