Introduce the topic
(Show the picture and let Ss elicit.) Look at this picture.

What do you see? (Ss respond)

(Show another picture and let Ss elicit and compare)

What are they doing?(If Ss don’t answer, point each picture)

Do you think they look happy or sad?

Does it happen to be natural or intention?

Okay. The first picture is the latest Sichuan in China and the next picture is San Francisco in California a long time ago.

As you said that the topic is an article about earthquake.

Could you look at the white board?

This is the map of the states of California. Along this red line, it was the greatest earthquakes in 1857, and 1872. It was tragedy.
CCQ:

· What is the today’s subject? (earthquake)

· Which city do you learn about earthquake today?
(San Francisco), O.K. and which states belongs to San fransisco? (California)
Procedure

· Vocabulary
Instruction, Demonstration.
Let’s learn about some new vocabularies.

@ When you gain a weight, you might try to reduce your

weight. After reducing your weight, how to say that?

(Ss respond) Right. You might say “lose weight’. Such as ‘lose’, when something is the state of no longer having, we can say ‘loss’ (show picture)

CCQ: ∙ When you do this, can you gain something? (N)

e.g. I want to report the loss of a package.

@ What do you do when you see a fire breaks out?

(Ss respond) Okay. You may try to extinguish fire. We can use ‘put out’ instead of ‘extinguish’. It means to make a fire stop burning or a light stop.(show picture)

CCQ: ∙ Does firefighter do this? (Y) 

e.g. A  lights had been put out.

@ When you drop your juice cup, what could it happen?

(Ss respond) Right. It may be broken. We also use in this case ‘shatter’. It means to suddenly break into small piece.
(show action and picture)

CCQ: ∙ Can you use again after this happens? (N)

e.g. The explosion shattered all the windows in the building.

@ (Show action that hold one of student’s arm) 

What do I do? (Ss respond) Right. I grab Harry’s arm. It means to take or hold somebody or something with your hand suddenly, firmly, or roughly.
CCQ: ∙ Do you use your hand when you do this? (Y)

e.g. Jim grabbed a cake from the plate.

@ (Show pictures about bicycle, tricycle and motorcycle)

Do you know what they are? (Ss respond)

What is their common feature?(SS answer)

All right. They all have ‘cycle’. Do you know what it means?
Procedure
As you see ‘cycle’ is repeated and same order. So it means

the fact of a series of events being repeated many times, always in the same order.
CCQ: ∙ Does it happen only once? (N)
e.g. The cycle of the seasons or Life cycle.

· Prediction questions

Instruction

∙ What are you going to learn about these words? 
(Ss answer)
∙ What do you think of these pictures? (Ss answer)

The San Francisco Earthquake of 1906

   The west coast of California is part of the Great Pacific Basin. More than 80 percent of the world’s earthquakes occur in this area. In fact, California has about 1,000 earthquakes a year. Many of these earthquakes are minor. They are so small that only animals and seismographs (machines that measure earthquakes) feel them. But about every 100 years, a major earthquake causes terrible losses of life and property. The famous San Francisco earthquake of April 18, 1906, is an example.

At 5:15 on that spring morning, a few people were waking up, getting dressed, having breakfast, waiting for streetcars, or walking to work, but most San Franciscans were sleeping when the ground began to shake. One of the first buildings to fall was the city hall. Damages to this building alone totaled $7 million. Thousands of other buildings followed. Broken electric wires and gas lines started many fires. Broken streets and water lines made it impossible for firefighters to put out the fires. Within twenty-four hours, the city was destroyed. Over 28,000 buildings burned. About 2,500 people died and 250,000 lost their homes.

One of the survivors was Enrico Caruso, the famous opera singer. When the earthquakes struck, he was staying at the Palace Hotel. The hotel’s decorative glass dome shattered. Caruso escaped. He put a towel around his throat to protect his voice, grabbed his autographed picture of President Theodore Roosevelt, and ran out of the building.

Architects and engineers rebuilt San Francisco. In three years, over 20,000 buildings were built. All of them were bigger, stronger, and safer than the ones that were destroyed. Many scientists believe that San Francisco will experience a much stronger earthquake before 2006, the year this hundred-year cycle ends. Will San Francisco be able to survive another huge earthquake?
