	Language Skills
· Students will understand students the topic clearly by reading the passage during pre-activity

· Most students have experienced (direct or indirect) backpacking  traveling



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	Problems
	Solutions
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Students doesn’t know what the backpacking exactly means
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Students may not be able to fill the blanks easily
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Students may not be able to make dialogue
Whole class is odd number and difficult to make pairs for dialogue
If time is short
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If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


	Students will fill the blanks at pre-activity and the sentences explains the meaning of the topic

Let students to select vocabularies which they didn’t understand and give another example to use the words
Brain storming related to the topic, advantages and disadvantages of backpacking
One student in the  group of 3 members can support his idea to the other person

Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner

Ask as many students as possible about their idea where want to go backpacking
