· - Secondary aim: Students will use future tense freely by making predictions after 100 years  situations and playing roulette
- Personal aim: I want to use future tense without any grammatical errors

· Reading: Students will read demonstration sentences on the pre activity and  main activity

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· All students are mature and college graduates (Age 21 and above)

· Most students can make future tense with will but not familiar with be going to



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	Problems
	Solutions
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Students are not sure where to put will and be going to in the sentence to make future tenses
Students may not be able to fill the blanks easily
Students may not be able to make prediction easily
Whole class is odd number and difficult to make pairs for dialogue
If time is short

If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


	A teacher shows demonstration with a wall chart and students will practicing fill the blanks at the pre-activity
Use basic vocabularies to let students understand all the sentences and just let them concentrate adjusting tense
Show the demonstration of after 100 years article from the magazine and make students to adjust the tenses to easily catch the idea
Instead of pair work, make groups

  For the post activity , only 1 student have a chance to play roulette game

Prepare SOS activity to make Tarot card
