	Aims:
· Main aim: Students will improve their reading skills by reading an article about travel.                                                                                                                                                                                                          
· Secondary aim: Students will read about other students’ travel experiences by writing.
·  Personal aim: I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learner.



	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read an article. 
· Listening: Students will listen to other students’ speech.
· Speaking: Students will speak themselves about their own experiences with their partners.

· Writing: Students will write about their travel experiences. 


	Language Systems:

· Lexis: none to discuss
· Functions: reading an article and think about the main topic
· Grammar: non to discuss
· Phonology: Speak their experiences 
· Discourse: none to discuss


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- how the class is set up and run (there will be 2 student groups at each table)

- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- all students are single and married  (Age 21 and up)

- most students have cooked by themselves



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

- Students may be able to follow the passage easily
→ Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.
- Students may not be able to pick up details from the demonstration
→ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play).
- Students may need more time to work on the speed quiz
→ If it takes longer than 6 minutes cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.
- If time is long,
→ Cut post-activity short and ask one or two students to answer their questions.

- What can you guess from this picture? “Travel” 
- Write on the board “Travel”
CCQ
-in this context, does travel mean that we stay at home? “No”
- Does travel mean that we go somewhere to experience something new? “Yes”
Today I’m going to talk about worst travel experience.

Instruction
Now, what we are going to do is that we’re going to do write and talk about our worst travel experiences. We will work individually.
- For example, 
2 years ago, I was backpacking through Europe. It was December. I needed to go to Paris but England had the snow storm two days before. I wasn’t sure whether the train would work or not. My train was supposed to leave at 8 am. I decided to go to the station 3 hours before my train departed. As soon as I got there, I was shocked because there were hundreds of people lining up for their trains. I couldn’t even have a chance to go into the station. I had to line up out side of station for 5 hours in cold weather. Finally I took the train to Paris. But it was terrible experience for me.
