· Main Aim: Students will improve their grammar skills by having students talk
 about simple past & past progressive
· Secondary Aim: Students will talk about simple past & past progressive by having students do Pre-Activity(Answering Questions & Fill in the Blanks Worksheet), Main Activity(Writing Biography), and Post-Activity (Making Simple Past & Past Progressive Sentences)

· Personal Aim: I want to adjust my teaching pace to the level of the learners and 
become more authoritative


	Language Skills:


· Listening: The students will listen to each others’ short speeches about what they did and about their biography
· Reading: The students will read sample biography
· Speaking: The students will discuss about activities within pairs and groups

Writing: The students will write biography


	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· How the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student pairs or 2 student groups at each table)

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All the students are mature and/or college students (age 21 and up)
· Most students are familiar with simple past & past progressive
· Most students are familiar with reading biography


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems
Solutions
Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content
Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening
Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
Students may need more time to work on the vocabularies
If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board
If the time is short
Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 students (1/3 rule) to share their opinions about the most
memorable activity
If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
Ask as many students as possible to make sentences with tenses; simple past or past progressive
