	Aims:
Main Aim: To make students practice listening to real-life speech of people with various accents by listening to the CD
Secondary Aim: To enable students to pick up details from the fast-paced actual talk by answering details questions on a worksheet
Personal Aim: I want to deliver my instructions clearly, avoid explaining and increase Student’s Talking Time



	Language Skills:

Reading: students will read idioms worksheet
Listening: students will listen to the short self-introduction by the speakers and what kind of partner they are looking for
Speaking: Students will speak while comparing answers within groups
Writing: Students will write details (dictation), create speaker’s profile



	Language Systems:

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

  - Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
· Follow the task feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content. 
  - Students may not be able to pick up details from listening 
· Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
  - Students may need more time to work on the idioms
· Give another 5 minutes and give some clue if need arises. Explain the meaning if it is really necessary.
· Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 students to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner
· If the students finish their task earlier than anticipated

· Play blind date’s game to occupy the time with fun teamwork activity
