	Language Skills:
-Listening : Students will practice their listening skills by listening their partner’s opinion.
-Reading : Students will practice their reading skills by reading the sentences.
-Writing : Students will practice their writing skills by writing words and fill out the forms.
-Speaking : Students will speak by role playing and argument.



	Language Systems:
Phonology : Students will speak and repeat the words. 
Lexis : Learn the new words, - new vocabulary related to ‘travel’.
Grammar : None to discuss.
Function : Asking information.
Discourse: Talking about travel with their partner.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
