Secondary Aim: Ss will share their experiences and opinions by talking about spanking/hitting children for their punishment.
Personal Aim: I want to improve confidence and encourage Ss to talk more.



	Language Skills:

Reading: Students will read the example situation before they do a role-play.
Listening: Students will listen to other students’ opinions and thoughts.
Speaking: Students will talk about their experiences.
Writing: Students will write alternatives for spanking children.



	Language Systems:

Phonology: None to discuss
Lexis: Spanking and scolding
Grammar: None to discuss

Function: Expressing opinions, making suggestions
Discourse: Discussing about spanking



	Assumptions:

· Students already know: How the set up and run.
· All the students are college graduates (age 21 and up).
· Students have experiences of expressing their own opinion.

· Students know how to work with their partner.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

 -Students might have troubles in activities.
       ->Monitor students and give some demonstrations.

-Some Ss may not be active in the discussion.

       ->Encourage them by asking for their opinions of what others are saying.

Demonstration

For example, one of disadvantages of spanking/hitting children can be “they might hate the person who spanked and don’t listen to him continuously.” 

One example of alternative punishments can be give explanations, not threats.

By giving children a brief explanation of why they need to do as they’re told, you give them a reason to behave.
