	Aims:
· To maximize STT by encouraging students to express and share their ideas
through group activities.
· To keep the students engaged and to help them build confidence by giving them 

role playing tasks in small groups.
· To help students understand the importance of compromising by introducing 

various situations that require it.

· To introduce unfamiliar words and concepts to the students by giving them new 

vocabulary words and unexpected scenarios.
· To evaluate the students’ understanding of various concepts by checking their 

fluency and discourse.


	Language Skills:

Speaking: Group activity, discussion topics, group presentation.
Listening: Listening to directions, group activity, discussion topics.
Reading: Worksheet #1~#3, background information.
Writing: Worksheet #1~#3, new vocabulary words.


	Language Systems:
Discourse: Can be evaluated by content fluency, presentation, conversation.

Grammar: Students must try to speak in complete sentences.

Lexis: Learn the meaning of new vocabulary words.
Function: Learn how the new words are used in a sentence.
Phonology: Learn how to pronounce the new words.
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	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- Students may not understand the information given.
· Elicit the correct information from the other students.
  - Students may not understand the directions given.
· Help them understand through demonstration and concept checking.
- Some of the students are inactive during the group activity.

· Have each student be a part of the group activity.
- Some of the students are inactive during the presentation.

· Have the students take turns in presenting the material.
· Students finish the lesson earlier than anticipated.
· SOS activity or adjust the duration time for activities. “Teacher time.”
