	Aims:
· Primary aims: students will practice listening by listening Cinderella story and doing related activities.

· Secondary aims: students will practice listening by solving vocabulary worksheet, listening and re-writing Cinderella story, and interviewing with partners.

· Personal aims: I would like to make an enjoyable class with better time management, and better rapport with students.


	Language Skills:

· Listening: listening the Cinderella story.
· Reading: vocabulary worksheet.
· Speaking: prediction, comparing answers within groups, interviewing each other.
· Writing: creating sentences with new vocabulary, re-writing Cinderella story, interviewing each other.


	Language Systems:

· Lexis: vocabulary and idioms in Cinderella story.
· Phonology: pronouncing words in the story.
· Discourse: how characters talk in the story, according to their status.
· Function: self-PR, general observation.
· Grammar: general observation.


	Assumptions:
· Everyone knows Cinderella story

· Students are well aware of the fact that there are many Cinderella-like stories, even in modern world.

· Many students have read Cinderella in Korean, so they might not know a few terms dealt in the story in English.

· Most students have thought about some kind of a ‘dream guy’ or a ‘dream girl’.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may feel bored to listen to the famous story twice

·  Let them listen once and take notes, if possible.
· If students take longer than anticipated for vocabulary worksheet,
· Skip creating sentences with the vocabulary.
· If time is short,

· Skip creating sentences with the vocabulary.
· If there is more than 10 minutes left to go through post activity,
· Let them work in groups and interview everyone in the group, instead of working in pairs.

Randomly ask students what happened in the story in detail.
3. Re-writing the story
Distribute main activity worksheets.
Instruction

Let students re-write Cinderella story using their own words.

There are pictures on left side to help them through.

· If they are copying words that are used in the story.

Let students compare what they wrote with their groups.
