	Aims:
- At the end of this lesson, students should

- be familiar with reading real-world news by practicing reading a news article in Korea Times 

- be able to have the main/detailed ideas of news by scanning, skimming and answering worksheets
- be familiar with vocabularies about plastic surgery by scanning verbs, writing Ss’ own news report
- have improved speaking and listening skills by reporting TV news
- And I should 

- have improved time management, involved students to the lesson and increased students’ talking time



	Language Skills:
- Reading: reading news article on Korea Times on 22/7/13

- Writing: answering worksheets, summarizing, writing a news report

- Speaking: group discussion, reporting TV news

- Listening: group discussion, listening non-real TV news made by Ss



	Language Systems:
- Lexis: inbound traveler, celebrity, fuel, -fold, double-digit, be touted
- Grammar: present, past tense
- Function: reporting on television news program
- Discourse: group discussion, presenting to the class

	Assumptions:
- Students are well self-motivated to learn English

- Students are expecting reading lesson

- Students have schematic knowledge on plastic surgery, famous female stars
- Students in the class are all women



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to find the main/detailed idea on reading text easily

⇒ Make tasks easier and repeat reading with different tasks until they fully understand the text

- Students may not be able to report TV news program properly
⇒ Ss make their own prompter so they can read scripts
           - If time is short

⇒ In post-activity, only 1 group presents TV news. 
           - If time is left

⇒ Run SOS activity

	3. Reading the news article
- Introduce new vocabulary: inbound travelers, two-fold, be touted (Elicit(Spell on the board(CCQ)
- Put students into 4 groups.

- Ask Ss to scan the text very quickly before giving out text.
- Ss find the topic of the article in 30 seconds.

- Check the instruction.

- Hand out articles.(1 per group)

- Check answers.

- Ask Ss to find verb as many as they can, excluding ‘be’.

- Give 45 seconds.

- Ask Ss to find numbers in 30 seconds.

- Ask Ss to read the text again to see if they can identify the different preferred beauty in each country in 1 minute. 
- Finishing reading groups come out and write their answers on the board. Winner gets the prize.(4 Chocolate bars)
- Check instruction. 
- (while Ss reading) Write these on the board in column: Russia, Indonesia, America, China, Vietnam, Japan, Mongolia, Middle East

- Now Ss read a text thoroughly and answer to the questions on the worksheet1 individually in 5minutes.

- Discuss their answers.

Reading Texts
Celebs fuel plastic surgery tourism
(2013.7.22 / Korea Times)
It’s no longer a surprise to see foreigners exchanging awkward smiles with each other at a local plastic surgery clinic. Last year alone, nearly 150,000 inbound travelers went under the knife here to sharpen their edge in looks. This figure is remarkable considering that it was a near two-fold increase in just two years. More than 60 percent of them are Chinese nationals, while there is a steep rise in the number of patients coming from rich countries such as the United States, Japan, Singapore and Europe, according to the Korea Tourism Organization.

Regardless of the states of origin, their visits to clinics are for one reason — to get prettier. 
Different concept of beauty in each country
Plastic surgeons said actress Song Hye-kyo is touted by Russian, Indonesian and American patients for having what they describe as the “ideal” combination of eyes, nose, mouth and facial impression. “Various studies suggest that every country has its own preferred concept of beauty, which normally doesn’t work in other countries. But it’s not the case with her. So it’s very interesting,” said Yoo Sang-wook, president of Grand Plastic Surgery in Sinsa-dong, Gangnam. 
Citing the hospital’s own statistics, Yoo said actress Han Ga-in has the most wanted face among Chinese patients. The dominant view of Vietnamese patients is that of actress Kim Tae-hee, believed to have the most attractive face. Unlike Chinese and Southeast Asian people who prefer a face with somewhat “strong and energetic” impressions, Yoo explained that Japanese people normally feel attracted to a face with “soft and mild” impressions such as that of singer Yoona of top-tier girl band Girls’ Generation. The surgeon said Mongolian patients pay far more attention to body shapes than faces, taking Miss Korea-turned-actress Kim Sa-rang as a celebrity with the ideal body shape. Actress Lee Young-ae seems to have managed her popularity well in the Middle East, which was prompted by epic TV series “Jewel in the Palace” she appeared in 2003 and broadcasted there in 2007. Lee’s face is one of the most preferred among patients from oil-rich nations in the region, Yoo said.
