	Aims:
· Practice listening to nonfiction/biography
· Identify cause-and-effect relationships
· Use the listening strategy of asking and answer questions to understand informational text.
· Practice speaking by discussing with members.




	Language Skills:

Listening: the speaker’s story, group discussion, concept checking.
Speaking: group discussion, presentation comparing answers with groups
Reading: worksheets
Writing: fill in the blanks worksheet, vocabulary words



	Language Systems:
Lexis: learn the meaning of story words
Phonology: learn how to pronounce content words
Grammar: fill in the blanks worksheet, conversation questions
Discourse: group discussion
Function: learn how to use the new vocabulary words in a sentence





	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- Students may not be able to pick up on the details from listening
► Chunk the listening exercise. (pause-play-pause-play)
- Students may need more time to work on the sheet.

► Take longer than 5minutes. 
- Students may not understand how to write worksheets.
► Demonstrate writing examples on the board
- Students may finish the activities earlier than expected.

      ► Give them presentation time (Use SOS activity).

	Instructions
Show the picture one by one
(Write the name Barack Obama on the board.)
Have a discussion with each group and talk about who he is.

 (Write vocabulary words on the whiteboard while the students are having a group discussion.) 

Explain that Barack Obama was elected president of the United States and summary to the story.

CCQ

Ask students to share what they know about him.

Ask student whether they know anything about Obama or his campaign for the presidency.

Ask students what they would like to know about Obama.

	Instructions
Listen to the story about Barack Obama
(Hand out worksheet #1)

ICQ / CCQ

Do you want to listen again?

· Yes ► Have them listen one more time.

· No ► Have them share their thoughts and fill in the blank questions. 

Give 5 minutes to do the fill in the blank questions with each group.

Check the answers.
Elicit some of the responses from each group and compare the answers.

Try to get each student in each group to answers.
(Hand out worksheet #2)
Introduce and explain the cause-and-effect worksheet.
Look at cause and effect on worksheet #2. Identify and write on your worksheet a cause-and-effect relationship that happened as a result of Obama’s mother remarrying and moving to Asia. 

(Write down on board with Cause: Obama lived in a very poor country/ Effect: His mother sent him back to Hawaii to go to school.)
Elicit the answer from the students. Demonstrate it again if they didn’t get it.
Discuss about it with your group. (give 7 min)
Monitor actively and participate within each group.
Check Ss get as a response
(When finished, point out how each cause-and effect relationship leads to other cause-and-effect relationships.)

A Big Job

Did you ever think about being president of a country? Do you wonder why someone would want such a big job? Barack Obama was elected president of the United States in November 2008.

Growing up
Barack was born in 1961 in Hawaii. People called him Barr when he was young. His mother was a white woman from the United States. His father was a black man from an African country. Barry’s father left when Barry was very young. Later, his mother married a man from a country in Asia. Barry’s family moved to that country. Many people there were very poor. Barry moved back to Hawaii at age ten. He lived with his grandparents until he finished high school. Barry lived in many homes and many cultures. He did not know where he belonged in the world.

Finding His Way

Barry left Hawaii in 1979. He moved away to go to another school. He started to use his African name, Barack. He started to see that he was African American and white. In Government

He saw ways to help the United States be a better nation. He asked all Americans to work together. He spoke about peaceful ways to solve problems. Many people liked Barack’s speech. They liked his message of hope and peace. They liked his clear thinking. They wanted Barack to be president. After four year of hard work, Barack was elected president.
The New President 

Barack began his job as president on January 20, 2009. He and his family moved into the White House. In October 2009, President Obama won the Nobel peace Prize. He received the award for helping to make the world a better and more peaceful place.
