	Aims:
· Ss will be able to share their idea when they work in group
· Ss will be able to learn vocabularies and expressions related to pictures through group work and expression worksheet
· Ss will be able to practice speaking through group discussions and pair work


	Language Skills:
· Speaking: prediction  and comparing answers within groups
· Listening: the teacher’s instruction and students’ conversations
· Reading: reading the text and comprehension questions worksheet

· Writing: completing the worksheet


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: key vocabularies by worksheet 
· Function: predicting, giving and receiving opinions 

· Discourse: expressing opinion, talking about their own idea 
· Phonology : pronunciation of vocabulary   


	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· How the class is set up and run 
· All students are able to express their ideas and opinions in English

· Most students know of the vocabulary about today’s topic 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Some students may not know vocabulary words in the conversation

→ Encourage students to guess from context

· Students may need more time to work on vocabulary worksheet
→ If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.

· If time is short

→ Cut reviewing today’s topic and reduce the number of students sharing their opinions.

· Students may feel uncomfortable and intimated about speaking in front of the class
→ Make communicative, fun atmosphere / play the game
