	Language Skills:

· Listening: the teacher’s instruction and students’ conversations
· Reading: reading the text and comprehension questions worksheet

· Writing: completing the worksheet


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: learning new vocabulary through reading the article and completing the worksheet 
· Function: answering the questions and key vocabulary used in article. 

· Discourse: teacher-student interact, student-student interact
· Phonology : Speaking various vocabulary of related to the topic


	Assumptions:

· Ss can read and write simple phrases and sentences.
· Ss have experience to do completing the worksheet.
· Ss have experience of reading texts and articles.  


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Some students may not know vocabulary words in the conversation

→ Encourage students to guess from context

· Students may need more time to work on vocabulary worksheet
→ If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.

· If time is short

→ Cut reviewing today’s topic and reduce the number of students sharing their opinions.

· Students may feel uncomfortable and intimated about speaking in front of the class
→ Make communicative, fun atmosphere / play the game
