	Materials:
· Pre-activity pictures (1 copy each).
· Pre-activity worksheets (17 copies).

· Main activity worksheets (17 copies).

· SOS activity worksheets (17copies).


	Aims:

· Primary aim: Students will practice speaking by dealing with the divorce case.
· Secondary aim: Students will practice speaking by reading various emotional expressions of relationships, discussing the actual divorce case, and discussing various issues related to divorce. 

· Personal aim: I would like to be more relaxed and confident in front of the class. 


	Language Skills:

· Speaking: discussing the actual divorce case and various issues related to divorce. 
· Listening: listening to what other people think.

· Reading: reading the divorce case and instructions.

· Writing: writing final decision and recommendations for the actual divorce case and opinions for various issues related to divorce. 


	Language Systems:

· Grammar: general observation.

· Lexis: ‘custody’ and as needed.
· Phonology: ‘custody’ and as needed.

· Function: discussing.
· Discourse: sharing ideas related to the topic.


	Assumptions:
· As far as I know, none of the students in the class has been divorced.
· It is one of the key issues in our society, and most people enjoy talking and sharing ideas about it. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students might not be able to get the answer for warm-up.

· Give them hints by pointing letters to spell RELATIONSHIP.

· If students finish main activity earlier than expected,
· Start SOS activity. 

Actually, finish the main activity as fast as possible, so that students have a chance to talk about the issues in SOS activity. 

· If students take longer than expected on main activity,

· If they are going through productive discussion, let them discuss. Do not cut them. Skip the class discussion if there is no time. 
· If they are just dragging time, cut the group discussion and make it class discussion.
· Someone might feel uncomfortable to talk about the topic.
· Do not let them dig into the topic, or the discussion will be too personal. Guide students to talk about only the issues given in the worksheets.

· Students are working in groups.

· Ask students to make as many words as they can, using these letters. 
· Do not give more than 5 minutes to do this.

· Check their answers in class. 

· There is one word you can make using all the letters: it is RELATIONSHIP.
· Tell the students that today’s class is about relationships, more specifically about divorce.

· Let them work in pairs

Ask ICQs (Instruction Checking Questions), if necessary.

When they finish, check answers as a class.

Elicit the meaning.

Explain, if necessary.

Divorce Case: Murphy vs. Murphy

Imagine you are judges. YOU are responsible for divorce cases where the husband and wife cannot agree. Today you have been presented with another difficult case: Murphy vs. Murphy. Read about the case below.

Jessica Murphy

Jessica Murphy is a forty-year-old advertising executive. She works very long hours and earns a lot of money. Since their daughter Olivia was born four years ago, Cristina has worked and supported the family.

David Murphy

David Murphy is an unemployed forty-two year old man. He worked for many years in a bookshop. At the moment he is trying to write a novel. He stopped working when their daughter Olivia was born, and has stayed at home to take care of her for the past four years.

The Divorce

David and Jessica got married ten years ago. They began to have problems in their marriage after Olivia was born. They have decided to get divorced, but are now very angry with one another.
Jessica wants:

· Full custody of Olivia.

· The family house, a three-bedroom house in a nice part of town.

· Charlie, the family dog.

· Jessica wants to sell the summer beach apartment and share the money. She refuses to give David any money at all. She does not want any money from David. David can see his daughter every two weeks and have her for the summer holidays.

David wants:

· Full custody of Olivia.

· Charlie, the family dog.

· The summer beach apartment so he can write there.

· David wants to sell the family house in the city and share the money. He also wants Jessica to pay $1000 a month for child support. Jessica can see her daughter every two weeks and have her for the summer holidays. David also wants $25 000 compensation because he feels he sacrificed his work to raise Olivia.
