	Aims:
· To help the students develop their own understanding of the possible variations
in future tense usage by giving them various guided grammar usage tasks, clarifying how to use it, and ultimately inducing self-directed discovery.

· To help students understand the different forms of future tense by helping them

identify the grammatical rules associated during the post activity.

· To maximize STT by encouraging students to express and share their ideas

through group activities.



	Language Skills:

Writing: Worksheet #1, new vocabulary words, Communicative Jeopardy.

	Language Systems:
Grammar: Students practice the different forms of future tense.
Discourse: Verbal expression through writing and conversation during activities.

Function: Using different forms of future tense when answering and discussing.
Lexis: Learn the meaning of unfamiliar vocabulary words.
Phonology: Learn how to pronounce the unfamiliar words.




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- Students never heard of Jeopardy.

· Show them how to participate in the activity through demonstration.
- Students may not understand the directions given.
· Give them clear directions through demonstration and concept checking.
- Some of the students are inactive during the group activity.

· Have each student be a part of the project.
- Students may not understand some of the words from the information given.

· Help them figure it out through Socratic questioning.
· Students finish the lesson earlier than anticipated.
· SOS activity or adjust the duration time for activities. “Teacher time.”

- Divide the class into 3 teams using the marked index cards. (3-2-2)
- Hand out worksheet #1 A~C.
- Demonstrate question #1 & #2.

Appendix A – Communicative Jeopardy set-up (Teachers’ copy)
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1. Start the activity from the simple present 100 card.
2. Read the contents of the index card out loud for the students. Repeat if necessary.                                             (Ex: “Future perfect tense, affirmative, we, to sing)

3. The first team to raise their hand gets to write their answer on the board and reads it out loud.

4. The other two teams will determine if the sentence is grammatically correct including the spelling. (Only intervene if you have to)

5. If the answer is correct, the points are added to their total. If the answer is wrong, no points are given.

6. The team “making the presentation” goes back to their desk and chooses the next card by stating “future perfect for 200.”
7. Repeat this process until all the cards are gone or until the set time runs out.
8. Three of the index cards have “double” written on them. If this index card is picked by the students, call out “Daily Double.” It is worth double points. (Add/minus points, appropriately)
9. It is time for the final round when all the index cards are gone or the set time runs out.        Give a more difficult question and have the three teams write down their answer betting from the total points they earned. (Ex: using the first conditional simple future tense)                                                                                                              - The points that are used for betting cannot exceed the teams’ total. (Add/minus to the total)
10. Total up the points and award the winner.
