	Aims:  
At the end of this lesson, 
- Students should have been able to get the main idea by skimming the text. 
- Students should have learned the vocabulary in the proverbs. 
Personal aims:
- I want to deliver explicit instructions by speaking slowly and clearly. 


	Language Skills:
- Reading: the text about the story of ‘Bear and two friends’, cards about proverbs and the meanings. 
- Speaking: answer the question about the pictures, discuss for making proverbs, presentation 
- Writing: Quiz worksheet, creating the questions
- Listening: teacher’s instruction, other students opinions 


	Language Systems:

- Lexis: vocabularies and idioms related to proverb
- Function: ability to make a proverb from a situation 
- Grammar: the past tense
- Discourse: discussing the answers with their group members
- Phonology: none to discuss


	Assumptions:

-The students are interested in making a proverb
-The students will enjoy the matching cards race.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students might have some troubles to match the cards
Allow them to use a dictionary to get proper meaning.
- Students may not be able to get main idea from the text. 

 Allow them to read it one more time.

	1. Matching cards activity.

 Distribute the cards to each group and let students match A set cards with B set cards in 8minutes.  
- Ask I.C.Q.
 Check who they are working with. 

 Check how much time they have. 

- Run the activity. 

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it. 

Give candies to winner group students. 
- Check answers and Elicit.
  After racing, let one student of each group write their answers on board by themselves.  
  Let students guess the meaning of proverbs.

If necessary, explain the meaning. 

- Ask C.C.Q. 
Check students’ understanding about the meanings.

2. Quiz Worksheet for proverbs.
- Give instructions.

  Distribute quiz worksheets (worksheet 1) and let students answer the question in 3 minutes. 
  Let students work individually. 
- Ask I.C.Q. 
The same as Activity 1
- Run the activity. 

- Check answers. 
  Let students shout the answers loudly.
