	Aims:

   - Main Aim: To enable student to improve their listening skills by practicing listening to real-life speech of people with various accents and the fast-paced real-life talk 
   - Secondary Aim: Student will talk about people’s personalities by the first impression from their picture
   - Personal Aim: I want to improve modeling and eliciting



	Language Skills:
- Reading: Students will read idioms worksheet
- Listening: Students will listen to the speakers’ short speeches about themselves and what kind of partner they’re looking for 

- Speaking: Students will speak in comparing answers within groups

- Wring: Students will write details about creating speaker’s profile



	Language Systems:
   - Phonology: /th/
   - Lexis: Idioms in describing people’s personalities

 (Ex. athletic, outgoing, confidence, thoughtful….etc.)

   - Function: Introducing

   - Grammar: Gerund (Ex. enjoy watching, love singing and dancing)

   - Discourse: Dialogue




	Assumptions:
   - Student already know:
        how the class is set up and run (there will be 1 student groups at each table)
        the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

   - All the students are adult and had a knowledge of blind date



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

   - Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
     : let them listen to the tracks again until they get the main idea of the content

   - Students may need more time to work on the idioms

     : cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers 

   - Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening
     : chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
