	Assumptions:
· Students are accustomed to using present simple tense and modal verbs.

· Students are familiar with their needs and wants in their life.
· Students are familiar with the atmosphere of group discussion and activity.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Some students may not know some vocabulary.
: Elicit first and then Give definition and explanation briefly.
· Some students may feel uncomfortable with the speed of listening.
: Give the listening one more time.
· Students might not know how to do activities.

: Show the picture.
· Students might finish activity earlier than expected.

: Utilize SOS activity.
