	Aims:
- At the end of this lesson, students should

- be familiar with 3rd cond. by practicing speaking and writing about their past.  
- be able to distinguish 3rd cond. out of other conditionals through T’s explanation.

- have improved writing and speaking skills using 3rd conditional by matching word pieces, completing sentences on flashcards, writing regrets. 

- have improved speaking and listening skills by ‘running dictation’ activity.
- And I should 

- have involved students to the lesson and increased students’ talking time and their interests to the grammar class. 



	Language Skills:
- Writing: dictation, taking notes for discussion/reasoning, creating news story

- Speaking: delivering information by memorizing, discussion on open questions, ranking activity, role-play as a news reporter

- Listening: listening information delivered by classmates, discussion, other Ss reasoning, other Ss reporting news

- Reading: reading worksheets



	Language Systems:
- Grammar: third conditional 
- Phonology: practicing ‘would’ve(would have)’ and  ‘I’d (I had)’  
- Lexis: past participle form of verbs 
- Function: talking about the past, regretting
- Discourse: general use of talking about the past and regretting



	Assumptions:
- Students are well self-motivated to learn English

- Students are expecting grammar lesson

- Students have background knowledge on ‘if’, ‘conditional’. 
- Students regret things about the past. 



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Ss may not be able to complete the activities.
⇒ Give another example of activity. If Ss are still not able to do, class does it together. 
           - If Ss have not enough knowledge of conditional

                ⇒ Expand more time in Clarification section and explain more specifically about it with more examples. Then Ss do the worksheet together in class.
- If time is short

⇒ In Clarification section, written worksheet will be given as homework. 
           - If time is left

⇒ Run SOS activity

1. Elicit today’s topic
- Introduce 3rd cond. sentence by giving example. 

  e.g) Tell Ss about how T got married, and about another possibility T had at that time. 

        “I met my husband in India during the mission trip. I decided to get married as soon as I saw him because I fell in love with him at first sight. If I hadn’t met him, I would have not been married yet and I would have moved to Mongolia as a missionary.”

	2. Sentence in order
- Cut up the sentences on worksheet 1. 

- Arrange them in order with numbers of the sentence. 

- Ss work in 4 groups. Ss change seats. 
- Ss have 3 minutes to complete the task. It is a race. 

- Ss reorganize the pieces into a 3rd cond. sentence.

- When Ss finish, one from the group writes the answer on the board. 

- Distribute each group a cut up sentences. 

- When Ss finish, check the answers in class. 

- Winner group gets 4 chocolate bars. 
- Ask concept questions such as

   1. Was I happy? / Did I become bored? (Yes / No)
   2. Did I become a surging instructor? (No)
   3. Is the situation real or imagining? (Imagining)

   4. Are we talking about the past, present or future? (Past)

	3. Clarification

- Elicit ‘conditional’ by asking ‘when ‘if’ is used’. 

- Explain the differences of 0 to 3rd conditional.
( zero: if=when, things that always happen, general truth. 

( first: possible, very probable. 

( second: possible, less probable than 1st. unreal events. 

( third: past, impossible to change, to express regret. 

- Elicit the form by asking 

“How do you make the 3rd conditional?”
  ( If+had+past participle+ , would+have+past participle

- Distribute written worksheet.

- Ss work individually in 5 minutes and check answers in pairs then in class.

4. Completing the sentence
- Ss work in groups. 

- Place the flashcards on each table. 

- Each Ss pick one and complete the sentence. 

- Each group chooses one presenter for presenting 1 best sentence. 

- Ss have 5 minutes to finish.

	5. Regrets? No regrets? 
- Ss write 5 regrets they have in 3 minutes.
- In pairs, Ss take turns telling the partner about their regrets.

- Partner then reassures the S by giving them possible worse consequences. 

- Give example.

  A: If I had spent more time studying, I could have become a winner of nobelprize. 

B: If you had spent more time studying, you would have had a heart attack. 

- Monitor carefully to see if they are using the correct forms with correct pronunciation. 

- Have 2~3 pairs to present their regrets and the partner’s answers. 

6. Conclude the lesson

- Review / elicit today’s class: 

1) concept of ‘conditionals’, ‘3rd conditional’ 
2) form of 3rd conditional sentence
3) pronunciation of ‘would have / would’ve’
