· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated ( go to SOS activity, or review the activity.

1. join up : to become a member of the army, navy, or air force.
   join up sth, join sth up : to connect or fasten things together.
   
2. dream up sth, dream sth up : to think of idea, especially one that seems unusual or silly
   dream on!: used to say that you think that what someone is hoping for will not happen.
3. head up sth, head sth up : to lead an organization, team or project.
   head out : to leave in order to go somewhere or do something.
4. loosen up : to become more relaxed
   be lost in sth : to be thinking about something so much that you do not pay attention to what is happening around you.
5. pop in : to go into a friend's house an office, s shop for a short time.
   pop on, pop sth on : to quickly put on a piece of clothing.
6. check in sth, check sth in : to return a book, video etc to a library after you have borrowed it.
   check in, check sth in : to go to the dest at an airport in order to show your ticket.
7. run on : to continue happening for longer than was expected.
   run on : to talk for a long time, especially when other people are not interested.
8. drink in sth, drink sth in : if you drink in sth that you see, read, or hear, you give it all your attention and enjoy it very much.
   drink to sb/sth : to with someone or something success, good luck, or good health by holding up your glass before drinking.
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
