Aims:

- Ss will be able to learn the roles of logo and slogan in advertising by making their own logo and slogan.

- Ss will be able to identify things that are required for an effective advertisement by creating their own TV commercial.

- Ss will be able to enhance speaking skills by creating their own TV commercial.

 

Language Skills:

- Listening: Listen to T’s instruction and class mates’ expressions

- Reading: Read guiding handout

- Writing: Create a slogan

- Speaking: Discuss things to be included in the ad with others

Language Systems:

- Grammar: Use correct grammar when talking with others. T’s error correction

- Function: Use appropriate words when talking with others

- Discourse: Talks cohesively and coherently

 
Assumptions about Students:

- Ss are adults at an intermediate level and are able to express their ideas in    

  English

- Ss are used to working individually, in groups or pairs

- Ss are used to presenting their work in front of the class

 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Time may be short.

   -> Teacher will reduce the preparing time for the TV commercial 

- Ss may finish their tasks earlier than expected

   -> Teacher will give more time for discussion 

- Ss may not clearly understand exactly what to do during the preparation time

   -> Provide clear instruction again and examples

	Pre-teaching: Logo & slogan
T: Today you are going to talk about advertising.

Before we start, I want to ask you some questions. 

T: Why do we use advertisement?... To increase profit…

What makes an advertisement effective?

T: Now I am going to show you a picture to answer the question. 

(Show the logo of ‘Apple’)

T: What is this? 

Ss: (May be) a logo of Apple…. 

T: What are the products of this company?

Ss: Computer, mobile phone, Ipad …..
(Show other logos) 

T: What made you to remember the companies? 

Ss: Logos?....

T: That’s right! The logos!

 Logo provides you with instant and powerful brand recognition of a business or services or products.
T: Now I’m going to show you another thing that is important in advertising.

(Show a famous slogan, “Just do it”)

T: What is this? Which brand does use this slogan?

(Show other famous slogans)

T: Why do we use slogan?

That’s right. We use slogan to catch people’s attention and make them remember the brand or product.

What makes the slogan memorable?

Yes, slogan should not be too long to attract people’s attention. And it is more effective if it is humorous. 

Preparing a TV commercial
· Instruction

We’ve talked about things that are important in advertising. Now I want you to make an effective advertisement, based on what you’ve learnt.

You are going to choose something you want to sell. It could be a product or services or other things. Then, I want you to make a logo and slogan for your product. And most importantly, you are going to make a TV commercial. Has everyone seen an advertisement on TV? 

 The ad should last for 1 minute. The ad should not be too short or too long. So keep it mind! 1 minute!

Make groups of three. You are going to work as a group. I will give you 15 minutes to make the ad.

After that, you are going to present the ad to the class. 

· Demonstration

I am going to give you a handout and there is everything you have to do. Let’s have a look together. As I told you, you need to choose something you want to sell and make a logo and slogan. The slogan must be impressive and not too long! And then you are going to talk with your group members about how to make the ad effectively.  You may talk about 3 special or unique features of your product and also think about target audience. Target audience could be children, females, males, or older people etc. Then, you have to decide who is going to do what in the ad. Remember! You are actually going to act in front of the class and all of you should play a role in the ad.

· Introduction

Then, you are going to show your advertisement. As I told you before, your ad should last for a minute. Make sure your ad is not too short! 

· Demonstration

Look! This is an example. (Draw a logo and write a slogan) Mines are these shoes. I chose this logo because the brand name is Claire so I just used the name for the logo. My slogan is ‘It’s special from the moment you walk in.’ 

(Show Ss a short example ad)

Now you must know what to do.

1. Choose a product that you want to advertise. 

     e.g.) a drink, a car, an electrical device, a toy, food...

2. Talk with your group members and decide:

1) Name of your product

2) A logo 

3) A slogan

· your slogan must be memorable and to the point.

· you want to make the public  feel as though they really need to buy your product!



3. Make a commercial 

1) Think about at least 3 special or unique features of your product
     e.g.) This mobile phone is cheap and looks modern……

2) Target audience

     e.g.) children, young adults, females, elderly people …..

3) Assign role

All your group members should present in the advertisement.
