	Aims:
· Main Aim: To enable students to improve speaking skills by explaining about budget made.
Secondary Aim: To enable students to use vocabularies about budget and express their opinions through the class.
Personal Aim: I want to deliver my instructions clearly, speaking slowly, and increase Student’s Talking Time



	Language Skills:

Reading: students will read related words for a party plan and simple conditions to make your budget, also others’ opinions on voting papers
Listening: students will listen to other’s opinions and speeches  about party chart
Speaking: Students will speak about their budget chart presentation, and discuss with partner during the chart task
Writing: Students will write reasons why the best budget team should be.



	Language Systems:
           Phonology:[ budget] 
Lexis: budget (main topic of the whole lesson), and learning about  cost (ex. Thousand, million, hundred)
Function: How to read a budget chart &compare totals 
Grammar: Auxiliary verb (could, might, will,…)
Discourse: Dialogue, Monologue




	Assumptions:

· Students already know: 

· Needs for a party and common party- items. 
· How to calculate total and amounts of prices.
· All students are adults (age 20 and up)
· Students have preferences of parties based on their experiences



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- If student do not pick up the instructions for the activity 

· Do more than 1 demonstration 
· If time is short to make their answer during pre-activity
· Ask students fill –up together in the budget chart , and ask simple questions to assume easily 
· Students may find difficulties to make their own budget chart
· Bring some tips to them, and let them remind themselves about conditions for a party. Elicit their experiences about parties
· If students do not have enough time to present their chart 
· Let them speak on their seats instead of standing speech.
· If student finish their tasks earlier than anticipated, 

· Ask more detail questions about their chart,  or process to SOS activity
