· Personal Aim: To want to improve confidence and reduce my commentary to a minimum, to make students participate in class, time management. 



	Language Skills:
· Reading: Students will read the paragraph that is written with superlative
· Listening: Students will listen to other students’ opinions in a debate activity

· Speaking: Students will speak about their perspectives on the topic in the debate
· Writing: Students will write the superlative form of the adjectives. 



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: ‘-est’ (biggest, richest, tallest etc.)
· Lexis: biggest, richest, smallest, the most beautiful, etc.
· Function: Comparing characteristics among three objects and defining the superlative
· Grammar: Superlative form of the adjectives
· Discourse: Discussion, Debate


	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· how the class is set up and run(there will be 2-3students at each table) 
· the teacher’s teaching style and the pace of the course
· All students are used to presenting their work in front of the class.
· All students are used to working individually, in groups or pairs.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· Students may not be able to follow how to debate

· Show the demonstration and wall charts and explain accurately

· Students may not understand the exact meaning of superlative

· Explain accurately and give students a time of teaching on the grammar

· Students may not understand the exact meaning of superlative
· Give students a time of deductive teaching on the grammar.
