	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

: Distribute the worksheet which contains some kinds of offbeat jobs and extract some from students
· Students may not know many descriptive adjectives to describe a personality.
: Distribute the worksheet which contains some descriptive adjectives
· Some students may not actively participate the group discussion

: Encourage them to present their opinion by asking questions.

“Firstly, choose one offbeat job and make a self-introduction for a job volunteer including the skills, characteristics, strengths of him. And list questions for the interviewer, at least 5. You can refer to this worksheet.”
