	Language Skills:
Listening: Students will listen to the song and classmates’ opinions.

Speaking: Students will sing and have a conversation with partners.
Reading: Students will read lyrics of the song, script of the video.
Writing: Students will take dictation.


	Language Systems:
Phonology: /z/, /ph/ & /p/, counsel and cancel
Lexis: Vocabulary used in counseling, (i.g. solve problem,worry,hakuna matata.)
Function: counseling, giving advices. 
Grammar: present simple, maybe
Discourse: dialogue


	Assumptions:

Students already know 

how the class is set up and run 
(There will be 4 students at each table and pair with the person next to.)

The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 
Students may not be able to follow easily. 
( Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen again until they get the flow of the content. 
Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
( Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play).

If time is short,
( Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their counseling about life.
