	Improving Reading Skills by doing a math game



1. Eliciting – “Board Games”





Show pictures related to board games.


“What do you guess from these pictures?”


► Board Games





Modeling – “Board Games”


“Board game is a game that involves counters or pieces moved or placed on a pre-marked surface or board, according to a set of rules.”


“What kinds of board game do you know?”


(Monopoly, Blue Marble-the Korean first modern board game, chess, Xangqi, Yut-Korean traditional board game, go-Baduk….etc.)





CCQ


“Usually can you play the board games alone? (No)


“Do you need dice or counters for board games? (Yes)


“Which board game is your favorite?








Reading Comprehension by doing a board game





Instruction


Make 2 groups(Team A & Team B). 


Prepare board game set.





“Now I am going to check whether you fully understand the text or not by doing a board game. We need two groups for this activity and the team who reach the [FINISH] earlier is the winner.”





Show Yut-sticks and explain the rules.(the rules are already shown in the poster and one of the important rule is that students must answer the questions within full sentences).





“You will use these Yut-sticks instead of dice. First, you cast these Yut-sticks. If only one stick flat side up, you can advance 1 block. If 2 sticks flat side up, you can advance 2 blocks …… and if all the sticks round side up, you can advance 5 blocks forward.” 





Demonstration


Exercise the game once.





ICQ


“If 2 sticks round side up and 2 sticks flat side up, how many blocks can you advance?”


“If all the sticks round side up, how many blocks can you advance?”


“Can you answer the questions not making a full sentence?”





Begin the game.





After each set of the game, I stick the given word on the board and let players stick the synonym cards, they found, below the given word. And I check together with students whether the player found right synonyms 








1. Free discussion and short speech





Instruction


“We are going to have free discussion about board games and computer games. Who likes board games? Who likes computer games? The one who likes board games more move to group A and the one who likes computer games more move to group B. Now discuss with your group members why you like the game for 3min. And then, one representative will make a short speech about the reason in front of the class.”





ICQ


“Do you work individually?”


“How much time do you have?”





Monitoring


Monitor discreetly. If students ask a question, answer it.


Give time warning; “1min left.”


Be flexible with time; Give 1min more if they want.





Feedback


“Let’s appreciate the first speaker.”

Instruction


(Make 2 groups)





“Now we are going to a math game to improve the reading skills. Please answer the question as soon as possible. The team who gets more right answers will be the winner.”





Show the questions on the screen.
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
