Activity 2.

Instruction

Antonyms are words that mean the opposite of other words. There’s something to be learned in this. Some words have its antonyms just by adding a prefix such as ‘in’, ‘dis’, ‘un’, ‘mis’ etc. 

Demonstration.

-‘Official’ becomes ‘Unofficial’.

-‘Flexible becomes ‘inflexible’.
Ask students to come up front and put the word – cards to the correct prefix.
