Jeju Island : volcanic Island full of allure
Jeju Island is the largest volcanic island in Korea. Officially called Jeju Special Self-Governing Province, this premier tourist destination boasts mild weather, as well as scenic beauties of beaches, waterfalls, cliffs and caves. Some of the top tourist sites include Hallasan National Park with a largely diverse species of flora and fauna, Seongsan Ilchulbong Peak with breathtaking views, and Manjanggul Cave, the world’s longest lava tube that has been registered as a UNESCO World Natural Heritage. Meanwhile, Jeju has recently won the Global Geopark certificate, and also has been selected as the New 7Wonders of Nature.
In recent years, the Jeju Olle Trails have become one of the primary ways for people to experience the local flavor of the island (as well as get their exercise!). Long ago, people on the island built stone walls around their land to protect their homes from the harsh wind. Small pathways (called “Olle”) ran alongside each wall, connecting houses in the village to the main roads. Today, these pathways as known as the Olle Trails
There is a Korean proverb saying, "People are sent to Seoul and horses to Jeju Island." True to the saying, with wide swaths of grass and balmy weather, the island is an ideal place to raise horses and they can be seen practically everywhere. There are dozens of horse riding facilities all over the island for tourists to get a chance to get up close and personal with the famous Jeju horse (smaller and furrier than its mainland cousin). 
As an island with a long history of fishing, Jejudo Island is known for dishes made with fresh and savory seafood. Various seafood dishes use mackerel, hairtail fish, abalone, and tilefish caught right from the waters surrounding Jejudo Island. The chewy taste of the famed black pork is also a known trademark of island. The horse-raising history has led to a number of dishes using horsemeat, only available on Jejudo Island.
The balmy weather of Jejudo Island is perfect for growing Hallabong and other delicious citrus fruits. Fresh seafood caught around the island and foods using Baeknyeoncho (cactus native to the island) are also among Jeju’s culinary delights.

(                              )rises up proudly from the center of Jeju Island and is perhaps one of the island’s most memorable landmarks. Also called Mt. Yeongjusan, meaning ‘mountain high enough to pull the galaxy,’ Mt. (             )is widely acknowledged by scholars for its research value. Designated as a National Park in 1970, there are 368 parasitic mountains called ‘Oreums’ (peaks) around(                     ).
2. Baengnokdam

(                         )is a crater lake that sits on top of Hallasan Mountain at the center of Jeju Island. It spans 3㎞ in circumference and 500m in diameter, and is surrounded by over 300 parasitic cones. (                )is accessible from Seongpanak and Gwanemsa trails, which offer fantastic views of Jejudo.
3.Seongsan Ilchulbong Peak[UNESCO World Heritage]
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(                             )Peak rose from under the sea in a volcanic eruption over 100,000 years ago. Located on the eastern end of Jejudo Island, there is a huge crater at the top of (                                )
4. Cheonjeyeon Falls
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(                        )named 'The pond of God', consists of 3 parts. To the east, there is a cave where cold water pours from the ceiling to create a waterfall. The water from the first waterfall becomes the second and third waterfalls and flows into the sea.
5. Bukchon Dol Hareubang Park
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As a main symbol of Jeju Island, (                     ), literally meaning "Old Grandfather" stone statues, can be found everywhere on the island. But a lack of historical documents has hampered the true understanding of the statue among people. Bukchon (                      )Park puts together a wide variety of the statutes.
6.Seogwipo Submarine
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When it opened in 1988, (                        )was the first of its kind in Asia the third in the world. Going deep into the 40 meter sea-bed, visitors can see countless fish, rare iridescent coral reefs, and a surreal-looking shipwreck with schools of fish surrounding it. Over 20 years of technical knowhow and safe operation (in fact, the longest submarine tour without a single accident on record) make (                        )a must-see attraction on Jeju Island.
7. Jeju Olle Trails
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Today, these pathways as known as the(             ): 20 courses (16 regular courses and four course focused on islands and mountains) that stretch for over 329km. Organizers plan to continue mapping pathways and adding courses to the “(               )” to make these walking courses some of the most open, peaceful, and scenic trails in the world.
8. Black Pork Dish
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Back in the olden days, pigpens were built right below the bathroom. It is said that the Jeju pigs, which grew up eating human waste, grew black hair as a result of their special diet. Pigs are no longer raised in this way, but the Jeju black pig is still seen as one of Jeju’s trademarks and it said to be chewier and more delicious than other types of pork. The distinctive black hairs can even be seen on some of the meat used in pork dishes.
9. Tilefish& Hairtail fish
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Okdom is a pink (        )native to tropical waters in the Western Pacific Ocean. The area around Jejudo Island is the only place in Korea that this special fish can be caught. This exquisite (           )is cut in half, partially dried, marinated with sesame oil, and then grilled.
(         ) fish are delicious, silver fish caught off the coast of Jejudo Island. They are usually served grilled, raw, or mixed with vegetables, pumpkin, and green chili peppers to make Galchiguk.
10. Gamgyul&Hallabong
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The climate of Jeju is ideal for growing (           ) .As a main product of Jejudo Island, the sweet taste of (            )renders it a highly popular item among tourists. As a hybrid citrus fruit, “(          )” was named after Mt. Halla, as the two are said to be similar in shape. (          )is known for their large size and extremely smooth and sweet taste. These fruits are somewhat expensive compared to regular mandarin oranges.
