	Aims:

- Main aim: Students will have a good command of English skills ‘comparative and superlative’ by various exercises.

- Secondary aim:  Students will learn to express opinions and idioms by post activity and through the whole class.

- Personal aim: By listening the song ‘Comparative and Superlative’, it will be possible to make students feel interesting. Thus through that I want to get confidence to deal with a class.


	Language Skills:

- Reading:  Students will read the words of the song and the dialogue about expressing opinions
- Listening:  Students will listen to the song, ‘Comparative and Superlative’
- Speaking:  Students will be mimicking the song, present their survey using the comparatives and superlatives and take conversation making comparatives, 
- Writing:  Students will write down dictation note.


	Language Systems:
- Phonology:  consonant [kάnsənənt] and vowel [váuəl]
- Lexis: New vocabulary and idiom written in the worksheet
- Function: Express opinions
- Grammar: Comparative and Superlative

- Discourse:  Agreeing or disagreeing


	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may not be able to listen to the voice of the song and fill out the blank,
: Recognize that this song is related with the Comparative and Superlative.

 Listen again and I give a hints.

- Students may need more time to work on the worksheet.
: Give students a little more time to finish.
- What if students finish their tasks earlier than expected?
: Ask as many students as possible about their opinions and process to SOS activity

- What do you see in these pictures?

- What are differences of these pictures? 

- Which grammar needs to explain the difference and the incomparable things?

- Yes, We use comparative degree to explain the difference and superlative degree to express an incomparable thing.
Model “Comparative degree and Superlative degree”:
Write the word “comparative and Superlative”
-Repeat after me, “comparative and Superlative”
CCQ:
- Do you already learn about comparative and Superlative? (Y)
- Comparative and superlative have only regular rules? (N)

- Tell ma an example using comparative and superlative. (G)

Sing a song ‘Comparative and Superlative’ and Fill out the blank
Instruction:
- Let’s start with a funny song that will explain to you the use of comparatives and superlatives.

(Distribute worksheet to dictate a song)
- Listen carefully and fill out the blank. Remember that this song is related with explaining comparatives and superlatives. You can listen 3 times. At first, work individually and then you have the time to discuss. 
ICQ:
- What are you going to do?

- How many chances to listen do you have?

- OK. Now begin!

(Play the song three times)
Monitoring:
Monitor discreetly.

After finish each song, ask directly students.

-Is it a difficult? Confusing? I know that the voice is fast and not very clear. But you can do that! Because you already know comparative and superlative!

(Play the song three times)

-Everybody fills out all blanks? (No~) OK. I will play one more time and now you can discuss with your group.”
Checking the blanks and speak out loudly all together and Sing a song.

- We’re going to do a role play. Do you remember the pictures Hawaii and north pole? Some people think Hawaii is the best place to live. Do you agree? What do you think about it? Now, we are learning expressing opinions and making comparatives.
(Distribute worksheet)

Speak the expressing opinions sentences.
Demonstration:

- Look at the number two example dialogue. I put on A, all you put on B. Let’s started the dialogue
- You can see two example dialogues, these are just samples. You make the conversation with your partner. First choose a topic what is going to be role play and must use comparatives and superlatives. You have 3 minutes.
(Make the partner.)
ICQ:

- How much time do you have?

- What use do you make the conversation? (Comparative and superlative)

- Now begin!

Monitoring:
Monitor discreetly.

Give some short advices not disturbing their activity.

Give time warning

1 min left

- (with clapping) You have one minute left, you should wrap up.

- Time’s up! All you finish?

Ask students to present their role play.

- Well done.

Conclude the Lesson Error correction:
- What grammatical lesson did we study today? (Comparative and superlative)

- In comparative form, It has one syllable, what will you do add? (-er)

- It has one syllable adjectives which end in vowel and consonant , like a fat, fun, hot, What do we have to do? (to double the last consonant)  multiple syllables? (to add –more-)
- Can you tell me the irregular forms in comparative and superlative? Good? Bad? 

- Do you know mean these terms? Let’s practice the pronunciation of consonant [kάnsənənt] and vowel [váuəl]
Good job.

I do not give you homework. Instead you should review today’s lesson.

-When you land on superlative square, you have to talk about the topic for 20 seconds without stopping. If you can’t think of anything or stop talking before the 20 seconds are up, you have to move back to your previous square.

(Each square are written about something like that ‘The hottest place you’ve ever visited’ ‘The longest you’ve gone without sleeping’ ‘The happiest day of your life’ etc. Some squares have them get back 3 spaces or move ahead 3 spaces for fun!)

ICQ:

How long time do you have to talk? (20seconds)

Is this game individually? (No~)

When you want to use a comparative form

When you want to use a comparative form

Remember it’s easy you only have to do what I say.

How many syllables do you have? It’s very important for the start.

When you have one syllable then you’ll have to add –er
When the ending is a short vowel with a consonant you’ll have to double the final consonant too. Taller and hotter are two examples you can use.

Now when you find multiple syllables you have to add  –more- before the adjective but when the ending is a consonant plus –y- change the y to I and add –er. Heavier and more modern are two adjectives you can use. Both have two syllables but form in a different way.

You can use these rules to form the superlative form too with the only difference you have to use –est instead of –er.

You can use these rules to form the superlative form too. The only difference you have to use –most- instead of –more-
Another part of this song goes for the irregular forms
There is no rules to learn them you can just learn them by heart.
