	Aims: Main Aim: To improve students grammar skills by learning compound words

Secondary Aim: To help make grammar learning fun for students through use of games and activities.

Personal  Aim: To improve my skills in arranging a grammar lesson plan


	Language Skills:

Reading: Students will read the Jeopardy questions and grammar worksheet
Listening: Students will listen to the Jeopardy questions and other students answers

Speaking: Students will speak through the Jeopardy game and in-class interaction

Writing: Students will write their own compound words

	Matching compound word game
	Elicit: compound words
What is the name of the item the monsters were using in the video?
-Wait for answser
‘toothbrush’ is a word made from 2 smaller words.
What do we call a word that is made up of two smaller words?
CCQ:

What kind of word is ‘toothbrush’?
Do compound words have more than one word in them?
Instruction:
We are going to play a compound word matching game. 
We have to make 6 compound words from these pictures
-Hold up the pictures for class to see.

You will break up into pairs, and each pair will get two pictures. You will have to trade with other groups in order to get the right pictures for your compound word.
Once you have your compound word, place your two pictures in the proper order on the board, and write the compound word underneath.
Demonstrate:
Let’s do one together:

-Hold up the pictures of the snow and the man.

What compound word can you make from these two pictures? 
-Wait for answer

-Place pictures on the board and write “snowman” underneath it.
ICQ:
Are we trading our pictures or keeping them?
Are you working alone?
Ok, please begin. You have two minutes.
-Wait for student to place their cards on the board
-Monitor students discretely and help when needed.
-Time warning: 1 minute left

Time’s up!
-Review the compound word placements with the class and correct where needed.

	Compound word Jeopardy
	Instruction:
Next we are going to play compound word Jeopardy!
-Open the powerpoint presentation: Compoundwordjeopardy, and review the Jeopardy catagories with the class.
These are the categories we will be using for the game:
-ask the person on your left

-spell it

-clue

-fill in the blank

-random
Demonstrate:
Let’s do the first question together:
-use $100 question for “ask the person on your left” category. Call on a student to read the question and ask it to the person on their left. That person on their left must answer.

-assign scorekeeping duty to one of the students.
ICQ:
What are we doing?
Are we working alone?
Ok lets begin. We have 15 minutes.
-Run Jeopardy game

-Have students choose questions, and read aloud both question and answer
-Time warning: 1 minute left
Time’s up!

	Write your own compound words
	Instruction:
We will now create our own compound words!

Demonstrate:

Show worksheet infront of class and ask a student to say a compound word. Point to where the first word will be written, and where the second word will be written, and where the compound word will be written.
Write as many as you can, and we will review them together afterwards.

You will have 3 minutes to write.

ICQ:
Are you working alone?
How much time do you have?
Hand out worksheets.

Please begin.

-Monitor students discretely and help when needed.
-Time warning: 1 minute left
Time’s up!

Review students word creations in class. Ask each student - time permitting – for one of their compound words, and write it on the board. Read them aloud together with class.
Error Correction:

-Ask students to say any compound words we have reviewed in this class. Write them on the board and read them aloud together with class.
What is a compound word?

	Compound word game
	Give each student a word from the compound word charts. Have students walk around the classroom saying their word to each other. They must pair up with the person who says the suitable word they need to make into a compound word.

Once all students have paired, have them present their compound word to the class.

-Place compound word charts on the board and review each one with class, reading aloud.
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
