	Aims: Students to -
· Improve overall listening ability.

· Check previous learning of present conditionals (2nd conditionals).

· Learn a new grammar, perfect conditionals (3rd conditionals).
· Be able to apply learnings to everyday scenes.



	Language Skills:
· Listening: through listening to song and exchanging Q&A and talks.
· Speaking: through speaking activity in pair
· Reading: through fill in blank activity and 1st group activity (+SOS activity)



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: “could have”
· Lexis: vocabulary in song and worksheets
· Grammar: 3rd conditionals



	Assumptions: Students already know
· 1st conditionals
· 2nd conditionals 



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not pick up “could have” form at the first place.
· They may not have good understanding of 2nd conditionals.

>>> to refresh previous learning and do short exercises.
· They may have difficulty in making 3rd conditional sentences in pair activities.

>>> to monitor during activities / to allow more time

· They may finish pair activity early.

>>> to let them write down recent events – what could have happened but didn’t.

	We are going to watch a video.  Just listen and enjoy the music.  
(to write song title on white board and play video)

I will play it once again.  Please try to understand the contents this time and to pick sentences with “could have~” You can write down words you don’t understand.

(to play video and hand out worksheet 1 near the end of video)

Let’s work on the worksheet 1 individually and then check together.

You need to match words with meanings or synonym.

(to check worksheet; elicit meanings from students ; talk a bit on what’s happening in the scene)

	To work on fill-in-blank sheet.
To get the idea of form from T’s writing.

To guess the meaning through CCQs.
To reinforce earlier learning on 2nd conditionals
To induce different meanings by comparing two forms.

To get accustomed to grammar and putting them in use in context.
To improve listening skills.

To be able to rephrase with more freedom using the grammar. 

	(Distribute worksheet 2)

Now I will play it again.  Please fill in the blanks while listening. 

How many “could have~” sentences did you find?  What do they mean?

(to write down 4 sentences on white board)
Do you think -

Q. Did she dance all night?

Q. Did she beg for more dancing?

Q. Did she spread her wings?

Q. Did she do a thousand things?

(CCQs)

(Ss may not know the answers at all!)
Last week we learned 2nd conditionals. “If I were a bird, I would fly.”  Is it something that is not true at present, something that is not happening in reality? 

How are these different from above “could have~”?  Verbs look different.  How did the form change?  Could it be something that was not true in the past, something that was not happening in reality?
Group activity 1
Let’s do some exercise in pair.

(to arrange pairs to balance competency - strong & week Ss)  

I will give a set of paper strips.  One person picks one and reads it to partner.  Then he/she will have to answer using “could have~”.  Each has three turns.  You have three minutes. 
(to ask ICQs and let them work; monitor discreetly and note any difficulties; help only when asked; let Ss know time limit-1min, 30sec)
Was it difficult? Do you feel comfortable using the form?
(to write a few sentences in substitution table.)

Group activity 2

We will have another pair activity.  I believe we all have unrealized dreams or regrets.  Don’t have to be grand!  Please exchange one with your partner.  You have four minutes.  Later each will tell to the class what he/she heard from partner in one sentence using “could have~”.
(to ask ICQs and let them work; monitor discreetly and note any difficulties; help only when asked; let Ss know time limit-1min, 30sec; to allow 2 min for presentation)
Well done, everyone.  It’s not an easy grammar.
(to encourage self-correction with help of notes taken during observation of group activities)

Q. What about 3rd conditionals?  Do they deal with events that happened in the past? 
Q. What forms do they take?

(CCQs)
