- Main Aim:

 Students will learn vocabulary related to personality. 
   - Secondary Aim: 

Students will share their experiences and opinions by discussing about “Ideal type”
- Personal Aim: I want to teach them fluently and not to have feeling of tension. 



	Language Skills:

- Reading: Students will read vocabulary worksheet.
- Listening: Students will listen to the classmates’ opinions through post activity. 
- Speaking: Students will speak English by role play.

                    Students will read vocabulary worksheet out loud.

 - Writing: Students will write correct vocabularies on the worksheet #1.



	Language Systems:
- Phonology: None to discuss
 - Lexis: antonym (independent, dependent), synonym(diligent, working hard) 
- Function: Expression opinions
 - Grammar: Adjective (Ex) moody, diligent, punctual, extrovert etc)
 - Discourse: Discussion



	Assumptions:

- Student already know:

        What we will learn among language skills
        how the class is set up and runs        
the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

   - All the students are adults and have a knowledge of ‘ Blind Date’


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
 -If students do not know some vocabularies such as critical, passionate etc.

   -> tell them the definition of them and give some examples to help them understand.

 -If students speak with loud voice when they discuss,

   -> ask politely them keep your voice down.

2. Idioms

 We have 4 minutes.”
(Distribute the worksheet#1)

Demonstration

	1.Prediction

“As I mentioned, Our today’s topic is ‘Blind Date’, so we will do role-play.”
Instructions
“We have 10 cards. Each of you pick one card up. And please sit down from woman 1-5 on the right side and sit down from man 1-5 on the left side.”
 And now we are going to do blind date. The person who is in front of you will be your partner. We will give 1 minute for each couple. During 1 min, you should act like a card characteristic and explain your information to your partner. After 1 minute, men change a seat in order. After finishing all blind dates, choose one person who was your ideal type. Now we have 5 minutes to talk.”
Demonstration
“We will give you an example. We choose woman 1 card and man 1 card. And We are the persons who join the blind date. And talk about job, personality, hobby.etc. within 1 minute” (We show person who is man1 and who is woman1)
ICQ
“Will we act like a character written by a card?” (Yes)
 “Do you choose 1 partner among 5 persons after role-play?”
“How much time can you talk with 1 partner?(1min)
”Now begin.”
Monitor discreetly
Answer students if they ask questions.
Give term warning:  make Ss change partners every 1 minute. 
Be flexible with time. 

“Time’s up”.   
“Now we are going to make couples”. 
(write down Ss’ names on board)

“Draw the line for your best partner.”
(Give small present for matched couples later and let them talk the reason why they choose)
