	Aims:

· Main Aim: Students will be able to develop and improve their grammar skill through comparative activities – Matching the right comparative words and board game.
· Secondary Aim: Students will be able to make their own sentence with comparative forms.
· Personal Aim: I want to improve confidence and encourage students.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read the comparative words wall chart (Tall-Taller / Small-Smaller)
· Speaking: Students will think, make up and say their own sentence during board game
· Listening: Students will listen when the other students make their own sentences
· Writing: Students will think and write the comparative sentence


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: /Bright/-/B//R//GH/, /Quick/-/Q//U//CK/
· Lexis: Comparative words (Tall-Taller/ Small-Smaller/Slow-Slower)
· Function: Comparing (Between two words)

	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· How the class is set up and run (there will be 2~3people at each table)

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to make full sentence with using comparative words 
· Teacher will write sample sentence on the board
· Students will not know the rules of board game before giving instruction
· Teacher will give instruction and demo of board game

“We add ‘–er’ at the end of the word to make comparative word”

CCQ

“Do we add ‘–er’ at the end of the regular adjective?”

“Do we use these words to compare two different things?”
2. Matching right words
Instruction 
“I will give comparative word card to each student and you need to come out to the front and match to the right adjective. Once you match to the right adjective, you need to make a sentence with using the comparative word you matched”
“We will work as a whole class but do it individually” 

(Hand out word card to each students)

Demonstration 

For example, I have ‘Sweeter’ word card and it goes next to the adjective word ‘Sweet’ 

“The Chocolate is sweeter than the candy”
ICQ

Where do you need to put the word card?

Do you have to make up your own sentence?
“Okay, Let’s begin!”
Monitoring 

If student need help making sentence, help them

	1. Board Game
Instruction 
Now, we are going to play a board game. I will put you into 2 groups (Group A and Group B). Firstly, you need to roll the dice, whatever the number on the dice; you need to move spaces, then using the word on the space to make a comparative sentence. When you land on card space, you need to pick one card and follow the card whatever it says. And if you land on jail, miss two tunes and when you land on question mark, you have to make a sentence with using any comparative word you want. If you can’t make any sentence with using comparative word, you have to go back 1 space. If you land on the space beside the ladder, you can choose whether to across the ladder or stay. The winner of this game is the team who comes to the end first. 
(Give the board game markers to each group)

Demonstration 
Teacher will show how to play the game

(Roll the dice, move space, make a sentence with using the comparative word)
ICQ

Who is the winner of this game?

If you land on jail, what do you do?

If you land question mark, what do you have to do?

“Okay, Students! Let’s start our board game!”

Monitor

Teacher writes the words the students say during the board game on the board. 
Conclusion 

When game is over, go through the words on the board. Teacher makes students repeat the words on the board.

Was it fun?

Did you find it hard or easy?

You all did great work!
