· Main Aim: Students will develop and improve speaking skills through dialogue
· Secondary Aim: Students will learn how to order food in English 
· Personal Aim: I want to teach them fluently and not to have feeling of tension


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read while they play a role 
· Listening: Students will listen the dialogue in role play
· Speaking: Students will speak dialogue through role play and presentation
· Writing: Students will write to match to correct word


	Language Systems:

· Phonology:  /A/, /P/
· Lexis: Vocabularies (Appetizer, dessert, certainly, mushroom, special)
· Function: Ordering food

· Grammar: “May I see~, Would you like~”

· Discourse: Role play 


	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· All students are adults(age 20 and up)
· All students might have the ideas of ordering food in a restaurant  
· How the class is set up and will run (will sit in groups of 3~4 students as normally)
· The teacher’s teaching style


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students are too shy to present
· Instructors will help them feel comfortable and guide them through the

presentation.

· Activity takes longer than expected
· Instructors will cut the post activity speaking time and presentation time
· Students may need more time to work on the worksheet 
· Will give students little more time to finish it
· If students finish their task earlier than anticipated
· Ask students about the main ideas of restaurant and SOS activity
