	Aims:
 -Main aim: Ss will be able to know about auxiliary verb words.

 -Secondary aim: Ss will be able to know the meaning of each auxiliary verb and how to make words using the auxiliary verb.
 -Personal aim: We want to teach them fluently and not to have feeling of tension.


	Language Skills:
 -Reading: Ss will read explanation of auxiliary verb
-Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s explanation about auxiliary verb.
 -Speaking: Ss will share their answer when they do worksheet with their partner.

 -Writing: Ss will fill in the blanks on worksheet #1~2.


	Language Systems:
 -Phonology: /s/, /h/ (should, house)

 -Lexis: New vocabularies and idioms which are in the story. (worksheet #2)

(must, would)

 -Function: non to discuss

 -Grammar: auxiliary verb



	Assumptions:
Students already know

-They know  duty of sentence and how many classmates this class has.

-What we will learn among language skills.

-They know some auxiliary verb words.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
 -If students don’t know some auxiliary verb words such as must, can, should  etc,
   -> tell them the definition of them and give some examples to help them understand.

 -If students don’t understand what is auxiliary verb-> explain the definition of auxiliary verb one more time.

 -If students speak with loud voice when they do worksheet #2 with their partner,
   -> ask politely them keep your voice down.

Model
Write the subject “auxiliary verb” on the board.

CCQ
 Is auxiliary verb the end of a word? 

 Do ‘could’ and ‘may’ have same meaning?

 How are they different between ‘should' and 'must'?

2. Idioms
Instruction
 “I am going to give you a worksheet. Read each auxiliary verb and find the meaning of the auxiliary verb which is at the bottom of paper. Also, you have to write one word using the auxiliary verb. If you do not know much about auxiliary verb word, you can use your dictionary. Work in pairs. I will give 3mins to finish.”
(Distribute the worksheet  #1)

“Look at the paper, and we solve #1 together.”

	1. Prediction
“As I mentioned, today’s topic is auxiliary verb.”
2. Main Activity
Instruction
“Now, we will do a fun activity in two groups. Before we start the activity, move your desk against the wall and leave two desks in the middle. You do not need chair. From you to you is team A. From you to you is team B. (divide two groups) There are lots of cards on the table. And find two cards making prefix word go through one team by one team. Pick up proper prefix words within 5seconds and give it to me. If one team don’t answer within 5seconds or wrong, the other team can get chance to answer.

Demonstration
“We will give you an example. I am a team A and she is a team B.... (Choose 'must', 'used to' cards)”

ICQ
Are you working individually?

Do we have to pick up two cards within 10seconds?

How many cards can we use to make auxiliary verb word?

“Okay, Let’s start it from team A”
Monitor discreetly.

Help students if they have problem to make auxiliary verb word.

Be flexible time: If they take long time to do activity, tell them it is last turn. 
Check answer
“Ok, guys, you guys did well (do complement). Please repeat after me (point out the words that students made). Let’s find auxiliary verb words together (If they did not finish it).”
