· Personal Aim: I want to give clear instruction and time control.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read main and post activity worksheets.
· Listening: Students will listen to other students speaking while they compare persons.
· Speaking: Students will speak through comparing activity
· Writing: Students will write down the answers on the worksheets.


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: beautiful, difficult /F/
· Lexis: Comparative  (smaller, sunnier, more difficult, more popular)

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to pronounce some words
· Use repetition and drill
· Students may not understand some patterns
· Will give students little more explain and model
· Students may need more time to work on the worksheet 
· Will give students little more time to finish it
· If students finish their task earlier than anticipated
· Ask students about comparatives quiz SOS activity
