Write the subject “If conditional” on the board.
We can use the 2nd Conditional for events and situational which are unlikely, imaginary, or impossible in the present and future.
We can use the 3rd Conditional to talk about 'impossible' conditions, impossible because they are in the past and we cannot change what has happened.

I’ll give some examples. Look at this sentence.( put the sheet on the board) 

CCQ
 In the song, Is he rich?
 Did you married Lee min ho?

This is a form for making if condition.
the 2nd conditional :
If + S + simple past, 

S + would/could + base verb.
the 3rd conditional :

If + S + had p.p , 
S would/could have p.p~.
