	Aims:
1. Students will improve their listening skill by listening to native speaker’s conversation.

2. Students will be prepared for real situation where only English is used.
3. Students will be able to pick up details by answering worksheet.

4. Students will improve their speaking and writing skill by group discussion.

	Language Skills:

Listening:  Students will listen to the dialogue regarding missing item.
Speaking:  Students will ask and answer the worksheet questions with their partners.
Writing:  Students will write a description of a lost item in detail.
Reading: Students will read the script after the listening and learn vocabularies and grammar point.

	Language Systems:

Phonology:  Schwa sound /∂/ in connected speech
Discourse:  Dialogue between a Lost & Found office employee and a reporter.
Functions:  Describing and reporting lost items.
Lexis:  “absent-minded”, “put some signs up”, “come across”, and “carriage”.
Grammar:  Modals of recommendation

	Assumptions: 

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Students may not be able to follow the passage easily.

   → let them listen to the tracks again until they get the main idea of the content.

Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.

→ chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

Some of the students cannot be active in the group discussion.
→ encourage the student by asking for their opinion of what others are saying. 

Students may not be able to finish their task in time.
→ ask concept checking questions. If they fully understood the dialogue and the questions, give more minutes for them to finish. 

If the timeline is tight, solve the questions together encouraging as much students to involve. 
Give time warning (Before 1 minutes and before 30 seconds)
