· Students will be able to share his/her thoughts with fellow students by preparing pair (group) ranking activity

· Students will be able to explain to or persuade others through discussion for classroom ranking

Secondary Aims:

· Students will be able to listen and understand what others saying

· Students will be able to enhance their attitude to attend the group discussion

Personal Aim:

· I want to practice speaking lesson teaching and improve ability to manage the class

	Language Skills:

· Listening
: Students should listen to their teacher and peers

· Speaking
: Students should talk with peers about the topic and explain their thoughts
· Reading
: Students should read the ranking worksheet and examples on it

· Writing
: Students should write their own thought on the worksheet and they notes when it’s needed


	Language Systems:

· Phonology
: Student practice phonology while conversation
· Lexis

: Synonyms of requirements; condition, prerequisite, demand
· Grammar
: Students will make their own sentences while they discussing for pair ranking and class ranking
· Functions
: Explaining, Persuasion, Agreeing/disagreeing

: Conversation with peers in pair (group) and debating among groups


	Assumptions:

· The students are at intermediate level of speaking so that they can express and have discussion in the class.

	Requirements for a special purpose (task, product, service… etc.)
