	Aims: 

· Ss will discuss what makes them laugh and attitudes towards laughing. 
The emphasis is on fluency.
· Ss will be able to speak fluently by describing their imagination. 
· Ss will think and speak 



	Language Skills:

Speaking : teacher’s elicitation, asking and answering during imaginary picture dictation and discussion  with partner. 
Listening :  In discussion, partner’s opinion, partner’s description to draw during imaginary picture dictation. 
Writing : student’s imagination for description to their partner.
           Reading : list of laughing for discussion



	Language Systems:
Function : describing the background of laughing 
Phonology : distinguishing native and non-native phonemes
Lexis : ‘rudimentary’ 
Discourse : talking about laughing with partners, working imaginary picture dictations with partners.
Grammar : noun with –ing form.



	Assumptions:

· Ss enjoy share their experiences. 
· Ss can understand  most of the vocabularies in the worksheets.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Some Ss might not have much to discuss about  laughing. -> the teacher monitors each pairs to check if they have some difficulties. If so, teacher could draw out the ideas. 
· It might take too long when they do imaginary picture dictation. -> the teacher give the exact time and notices to make sure that they can finish it in time.

< Instructions > 

Please discuss with your partner about those questions for 14 minutes. You could talk about it throughout your personal experience. For example, why do people laugh? Look and check the list and answer would be ‘when I watch the comic TV show such as gag concert, I laugh a lot. Because or especially blah blah…’ like this.

< Run the discussion >  

  Ask students to work with a partner. Distribute the questions for discussion. Ask them to go over the questions individually first before talking about them with their partner. 
Let the discussion go on for a while, circulate and help students with language where needed. 
· After that, listen to their opinions and responses.

	< Transition >
 Im going to give you guys the worksheet for next activity. Its called the imagination picture dictation with partners.
< Instructions >
 Take a look at the paper. What can you see it? You can see the space of the lines and space of the box, right? Let’s guess what could you do there? – let them guess what they are going to do each area. And pick one student up to read the instructions on the top.(tell them to make sure who is student A and B.)
 ICQ : Can student B draw even if student A is not finished reading?

< Vocabulary >

Write ‘rudimentary’ on the board

 T : Has anyone heard of this word? Can you tell me what it means?

     Yes. Rudimentary means not perfect. Very basic. 
      ( Read the sentence with Rudimentary on the paper. And make sure they don’t need to worry even though the drawing is not done or so.) 
Now, what I want you to do is to imagine the picture and write down the description what u imagined and then tell your partner about it. During listening, you should draw what u hear. Im going to give you 20 minutes. So each person has about 7-8 minutes to think and describe and draw it. Use the questions which are on the number 1.  (Let them read those questions) 
CCQ : what kind of situation would be in this picture? 
ICQ : What are you doing to draw?

how much time do you have?
