· If students discuss loudly.
→ Ask them to keep their voice down.

CCQ

Is there any chance to get addicted of it?

Do we social network in person?

2. Idioms

Instruction

“I’ll give a worksheet of acronym.

By the way, what is acronym? Firstly, read the meaning of the words and match the meaning on the worksheet. Work in pairs. I’ll give you 3minutes to finish.”
(Distribute the worksheet  #1)

“Guys, please don’t start yet.”
Demonstration

Look at #1… “Yes, that's right, it means… ”  

ICQ

Do you work alone or in pairs?

How much time do you need? 
“Let’s begin.”
Monitoring

Monitor discreetly. Answers students if they ask questions. 

Give time warning : 

2minutes; 1minute left. 

(Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.)

“Time is up.”
Check answers
Let’s check the answers together.
(Call out two teams write their answer on the poster.) Go through the sentences one by one.

Explain the meaning and teach pronunciation if necessary.
