	Aims:
· Main aim: Students will be able to understand the rules of pluralizing nouns which is from Greek or Latin.
· Secondary aim: Students will be able to use singular nouns and their irregular plurals by making a story with situation.
· Personal aim: I want to teach students irregular plural nouns which are not used or used just one side so often that we can forget. Also, I want to make students to learn grammar with enjoyment.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Students will read vocabulary in the wall chart and a story in worksheet.
· Listening: Students will listen to how to pronounce the words.
· Speaking: Students will speak irregular plural nouns.
· Writing: Students will write their own story with the words which they will learn in the class.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology : /ai/, /is/, /əm/, /f/, /r/, /l/
· Lexis: New vocabularies and plurals.
· Grammar : Rules of pluralizing nouns which is from Greek or Latin
· Function : Distinguish
· Discourse : Question and Answer, Tell a story


	Assumptions:
· All the students are adult (Age 19 above).

· All the students have a basic knowledge of singular-plural rules.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not be used to the vocabulary.

           → Pre-teach them vocabulary.
· Students may not be able to pronounce the words correctly.
→ Let them listen and repeat after teacher to know how to pronounce it.

· Students may need more time to finish their activities.
→ If available, give them a more time. If not, leave it for homework.

1. Brain storming

Elicit

(Show the students the pictures one by one.)
What are these?

How about this?

What are they?

(They are all plural. Ask students of their singular)

(Brainstorming)

Okay. They are singular and plural. We know that there are some rules to make singular to plural. What are they?

Can you see these rules with them?
Model

(Write the subject “Irregular plural nouns “on the board.)
We are going to learn ‘irregular plural nouns’, especially from Latin and Classical Greek. These words still have retained their origin plurals so we should remember that forms.

CCQ
Is there only one rule to make nouns plural?

Are rules always regular?
2. Wall chart activity
Instruction

I am going to give you some word cutouts. Some are singular and some are plural. Match the cutouts in the right category. We need three groups. You are group A, group B and group C. Work in groups. I will give you 2 minutes to finish.

(Distribute the word cutouts )

Demonstration

I will show what I want you to do for this.

Ok… analysis… This is singular .Put here… analyses…This is plural. Put there…like this.

ICQ

Are you working with your partners?

How much time do you have?

Let’s start!

Monitoring

(Monitor discreetly. Answers students if they ask questions.)

(Give time warning. Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.)

1 minute; 30 seconds left.

Time’s up!

Check answers

Let’s check the answer together.

* Go through the words one by one.

* Teach the pronunciation.

* Make the students repeat.

* Explain the meaning if necessary.

	1. Preparation

First, group A call a word from their sheet. Then, all the groups including A have to mark that word on the bingo sheet. Group A, B and C will call a word in rotation. If you make two lines, call out ‘BINGO’. That will be the winner.

What do you need to say to win?

OK! Go!

(Monitor discreetly. If they make a mistake, correct it at the end of the lesson.)

(If the game finishes early, let them make one more line.)
