2. Vocabulary and idioms
Instruction
 “I am going to give you one worksheet of vocabularies and idioms before you listen to the topic. First of all, read each sentence and fill in the blank with proper word which is in the bottom of paper. Also, you should be careful about correct word forms such as adjective, verb and noun. Work individually. I will give 4mins to finish.”
