Education is an essential part of our life. People can learn from everywhere; not only in school but also experience. When I was a middle school and high school student, I didn’t feel very interested in studying. Most of teachers who I met in my adolescent were explainers. These types of teachers usually knew their subject well, but didn’t know how to teach. They just kept explaining and giving information to students; the mug and jug, chalk and talk way. 
     Mr. A was the math teacher in Bun-dang center high school. He was an explainer. He just chalked and talked. Maybe he thought that the students already knew the answer. He didn’t care about student’s reaction at all. He just progressed the class activities. Actually, I’m strongly weak at math, so I needed more detailed explanation. However, he just solved the math problems alone. For that reason, I couldn’t follow the course at all. Without understanding the principle, I had to memorize the whole progress. It was really tough for me. Even though the course was going way so fast, I couldn’t get anything from the class.

     I think interaction between teachers and students is important for education. Mr. B was my English teacher. He was an involver. The involvers usually think that student’s participation takes the most important place in education. Mr. B was not a chalk and talk person. He always kept eye contact with his students. He always gave us an opportunity to each of them. He kept asking questions to students so that they can participate in his class. When the student tried to answer the question, he listened carefully and gave more tips as well as encouraged them. It made students, including me, more confident and more active in the class. When I took that class before, I really enjoyed studying English with him. I was able to concentrate in class and I was more enthusiastic during class. 

With Mr. A, the explainer, I couldn’t focus in class and the teacher didn’t matter whether he/she concentrated or not. With Mr. B, the involver, I really got into that class. I think participation makes students more enthusiastic and more interested. Thus I prefer the involver more than explainer and even enablers. 
Ms. C was an enabler teacher and she never teaches at all. She was really a laid back teacher and she just gave us Group work and presentations. I went to school to learn something from the teacher, but she never taught at all. I felt a little uncomfortable because of the teacher’s attitude in the class.

I think the involvers have a balanced in T.T.T.(Teacher Talk Time) and S.T.T.(Student Talk Time). The involvers gave direction to the students to figure out the class activities together. This can make the class atmosphere warmer and brighter. 

Learning about something is the most worthy thing in our life. As we can see in my experience that I share with, teaching type can be helpful to learn. I am in TESOL program, which is going to make me be a teacher, I have to practice the teaching skill and be a good teacher like Mr. B.
