	Materials:

	Aims:
Main Aims:
· Ss will be able to speak fluently by making and sharing their stories with group.
· Ss will be able to exercise their creativity by creating their own story.
· Ss will be able to work cooperatively in a group by sharing their thoughts.
Secondary Aims:
· Ss will be able to learn vocabularies related to rubbery and sweet shop by go over main sentences in the story.



	Language Skills:

Listening: Students should practice listening skills when 
· Teacher’s elicitation: teacher’s example of vocabulary; background information of stories

· Ss share own story to class

Speaking:  Students should work in groups to deliberate about story and to finish their own story.  They will also discuss their thoughts.

Reading:  Students should read some phrases from the story and original story.
Writing:  Students should write their own story



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Practicing accurate pronunciation while reading article out loud. (role play-news caster)
· Lexis: balaclava, smarties, fake
· Grammar: “verb + TO + verb” , “verb + noun + TO + verb” 
Also used by groups when they present their created story.
· Function: Asking partner’s idea and giving ideas.
· Discourse: Discussing story with partners, creating new story and writing about their guess.


	Assumptions:

· The students are at a high enough level to make their own story using clues.
· Ss enjoy creating new story and guessing.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Ss might have too much trouble getting each detail in the allotted time(lack of English skill). Some students may have difficulty thinking of new story
·  Pair them up and let them work together if you see that the creating story is taking too long.

· The activities may run over time.  Tell the students that they will create their story for homework and share them during the next lesson.

Teacher talk: “A balaclava is like a ski mask. It covers someone’s face so only their eyes can be seen. Smarties are small brightly coloured sweets with chocolate covered in a thin layer of sugar. A fake is something which is imitation, which is not real.”
Ask Ss ;Ask them to guess what typw of news will include these words.

what type of news it will be? Social? Environment? Politic?

Go over main characters and some phrases from the story

Ask Ss what they think happened in the story, but do not tell them if their guesses are right or wrong.

Tell them to use as many of the ideas on the board as they can. <The best thing is for them to work in pairs or groups and discuss their ideas. This will give them a lot of speaking practice>

3. Hand out the story for them to read
Engage the class in a discussion as to whose story is the most likely
If teacher want Ss to have some listening practice teacher can read the story out before they read it.
If teacher want Ss to have some speaking practice teacher can ask Ss to read the story out loud.

Robbery in a Sweet Shop

Eight-year-old tries to rob sweet shop.

Manchester police are looking for an eight-year-old boy who attempted to hold up a sweet shop last night in the suburb of Ashton-under-Lyme.

The boy, who was wearing a balaclava, went into the corner shop and bought a packet of Smarties for 25p. As the shopkeeper gave him his change a young man came in to buy a newspaper. The boy waited until the man had gone then threw a plastic bag at the shopkeeper. At the same time he pointed a gun at her and told her to fill up the bag.

“I’m not sure whether he wanted me to fill it with sweets or with money,” said the shopkeeper, who did not want to give her name. “I didn’t know if the gun was real or not, but it certainly looked more real than the guns my little boy plays with. I was quite frightened because I had my children with me. I pretended to reach for some money, but I pressed the alarm instead. When it went off he turned and ran out of the shop.”

She described the boy as 1.2 metres tall, and dressed in jeans and a dark coat. The police are asking the public to help. They say they are taking the case very seriously, like all cases which involve a firearm, fake or not.
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
