	Aims:

Students will be able to understand three different usage of present perfect tense, which are to express past event that has present consequences, to express what one has experienced in the past, and to express the action that one has just completed. 




	Language Skills:

Speaking: Students will answer to what teacher asks and share what they wrote with other students.
Listening: Students are going to listen to teacher and what other students say.
Reading: Students are going to read what teacher writes on the board and what they wrote on the worksheet.
Writing: Students will write down sentences using present perfect tense in 3 different ways.


	Language Systems:
Grammar: Students will apply present perfect tense as they do the worksheet
Lexis: Students will learn how to use right adverbs for making a sentence using present perfect tense.
Phonology: Students will listen to how teacher pronounces and learn from it.
Discourse: Conversation,
Function:  Expressing their hypothetical thoughts


	Assumptions:

Students likely know that when someone asks them in present perfect tense and if the answer is negative, they have to respond with ‘No’, not with ‘Yes’. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students might make mistakes on using irregular verbs in past participant form or get confused with where to put the adverb in a sentence.
(When teacher listens to those mistakes, correct them right away)

· Students are going to understand and answer that the guy who’s singing the song has no past experience of meeting the right one just yet.

	Teacher gives 3 situations that can be expressed in present perfect tense and asks.
Encourage them to use right adverbs as well (ever, never, since + the year, for + the number of years, last year, ago, just, already, yet)

Students answer in a whole sentence using present perfect tense with an adverb that are written on the white board(ever, never, since + the year, for + the number of years, last year, ago, just, already, yet)

(ex. 1. Hana has lived in Paris for 4 years, or since 2010.
2. I have been to Paris last year. (Or have you ever been to Paris in your life?)

3. Matt has just arrived in Paris.
