	Aims:

· Secondary aim: Students will be able to picks up details from the fast-paced real-                      life talk by answering detail questions on the worksheet.

· Personal aim:  Students will practice speaking by repeating after the video clip.

Students will talk about differences of American English and British English.



	Language Skills:

· Reading: read through the script

· Listening: listen the video clip

· Speaking:  discussion with groups
· Writing:  fill in the blank and answering worksheets 



	Language Systems:

· Lexis: idioms in the dialogue

· Function: getting students to do role playing

· Phonology: pronunciation and intonation from the video clip 



	Assumptions:

 Students already know:

· the previous story of “Friends” (previous class was overall about Friend’s series)
· how the class is set up and run (there will be 5 student groups at each table)

· The teacher's style of teaching and the pace of the course 
· Well participated leads to get a higher score and points


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening

⇒ Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)(do not more than 3rd times)
- Ss may not know other vocabulary words throughout video clip
⇒ Encourage Ss to guess from context

⇒ If not, let Ss find the words in the dictionary
· If time is short

⇒ Cut post-activity short or skip 
-   If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

    ⇒ Let them guess the next story, and talk about it with group
