	Aims:
· Main aim: Students will be able to understand the sequence of the events.
· Secondary aim: Students will be able to talk about their life history.
· Personal aim: I want to teach students how to get the right information from articles or books.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Students will read vocabulary in the reading materials.
· Listening: Students will listen to how to pronounce the words.
· Speaking: Students will speak their own life history.
· Writing: Students will write their own and partner’s story of their life.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology : /ʃ/, /ch/, /ts/, /θ/
· Lexis: New vocabularies and acronyms
· Grammar : Past tense and present tense
· Function : Sequencing
· Discourse : Question and Answer, Tell a story


	Assumptions:
· All the students are adult (Age 19 above).

· All the students have a basic ability to analyze the story.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not be able to past tense correctly.
→ Explain what is the difference between past and present tenses.
· Students may need more time to finish their activities.
→ If available, give them a more time. If not, leave it for homework.
· Students may not be able to speak how to express the dates.

→ Pre teach them how to say the dates.

We are going to read a short story.

(Distribute worksheets individually)
I’d like us to read this out loud.  Could I have three volunteers?  Raise your hand if you would like us to hear your beautiful voice reading this story.

(Pick three volunteers – if there aren’t any volunteers then choose three students to read.  Correct them on any speaking errors they make during the reading, and be sure to praise and thank them at the end of the reading.  At the end of each paragraph be sure to ask clarifying questions.) 

Are there any questions about this paragraph?  No? Then let me ask a question.  What is LTD?

 (LTD means a private company limited by shares. So Samsung Heavy Industries LTD is a incorporate company )

(2nd paragraph)
What is Buenos Aires?  Is it a nation or a city?  What nation did Ryan grow up in? (Argentina)

(3rd paragraph)

Ryan notes that he got his MBA.  What is an MBA? 

(Master of Business Administration) How many years of study does an MBA have? (In real speak MBA’s are commonly referred to as a 6 year degree.)

We are going to make a timeline with this story. We need two groups. So, here is a group A and here is a group B. You find out follow-up lists below the story and match them with a wall chart at the board. I will give you 4 minutes.
